Product Description

Gel-Tac 219D is a waterbased microsphere adhesive for
use in applications that require the properties of low tack
and clean removability.

Application

Gel-Tac 219D is designed for transfer coating onto
polypropylene and polypropylene film substrates.  219D
can be coated onto release liner using conventional
coating methods such as reverse roll and extrusion.

Handling & Storage

Gel-Tac adhesive 219D may separate over time; this is
typical for this type of adhesive. Mix before use. Make
sure pH is between 9.0 – 10.0. If pH falls below 8.8,
coagulation may occur. Personnel should wear gloves &
splash goggles when handling material. Keep containers
closed to maintain proper pH. Protect the material from
freezing conditions.

Shelf Life

Gel-Tac adhesive should be stored at temperatures
between 50oF and 100oF. Keep containers closed to
maintain stability of the adhesive. Shelf life is 6 months.

Packaging

Gel-Tac® adhesive is supplied in 1000kg totes or 200kg
drums.

Regulatory Status
